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Practice Burns

On March 24, CWFD firefighters received the rare opportunity to conduct live fire train-
ing in the area of the new 20th Street extension. Live fire training burns typically only
become available every few years. In the area of 20th Street and Bybee Curves, how-
ever, a developer has recently acquired 10 homes that are slated for demolition to make
way for a new construction project. This home was the second that the department was
able to conduct a training burn on in 2015. Due in part to a high number of residential
fire sprinklers that are installed in new homes, it is a benefit to our communities that fires
are a rare occurrence. The downside to this is that fire suppression skills can get rusty.
CWEFD has had cases of firefighters who have been on the job for several years before
they actually experienced a live fire situation. Training opportunities to practice with real
fire situations allow our personnel to stay sharp and keeps them better prepared to pro-

tect our communities. The department anticipates that several more homes may become

available for additional training burns in the coming weeks.
